What this form is for: If you feel a student has completed an assessment including academic misconduct and have evidence to support your claim, you should complete form HE11A Academic Misconduct Allegation and submit it with all the appropriate information and evidence to be considered and taken forward by the TEC Partnership’s HE Quality office.  
(If you feel that that there is not a significant amount of academic misconduct, or unsure it has occurred, you must use form HE11B Developmental Engagement instead.)

Each case will be considered on an individual basis and in line with the awarding body regulations for the programme of study concerned.  Upon receipt of the allegation, the HE Quality office will:
1. Check that all the information required has been submitted with the allegation form
2. Determine whether the allegation is appropriate to go through the awarding body procedure

If the HE Quality office finds the allegation to be viable, it will continue with the process.  It is likely that you may be called to attend the panel hearing. Upon conclusion, you will be advised of the outcome and if upheld, the penalty awarded by the panel. If the allegation is not upheld, it is likely that the original mark will be awarded.
